How to get those Greek Letters and math symbols in Word and html

One of the irritations of math online are the symbols. You will need to insert math symbols and Greek letters into your documents whether you are using html, Word or Excel to communicate your results.

The Character Map. One way to find the symbols you need is by a Windows accessory Character Map:  For my computer ... Click Start (the button you use to turn off your computer), click Programs, click Accessories, click Systems Tools, click Character Map.

Once the Character Map is displayed on your desktop, select the Symbol font from the font menu and use the select and copy functions to copy symbols to the Windows clipboard.

Alternatively!
The alternative is to select the symbol you wish from the table below, then follow the directions. Alt refers to the key left of the spacebar on your keybord.If you have the Number Lock activated on your keyboard (press the key Num Lock), it is easiest to type the digit combinations using the numerical key pad on the right of the keyboard.
