Course Description: 

This course is designed to provide the knowledge necessary to interpret published research results and to permit elementary research in business and public administration.  Subjects will include descriptive statistics, probability, estimation, hypothesis testing, analysis of variance, sampling, correlation, and regression and forecasting.

Course Objectives:

Upon successful completion of this course a student should be able to:

· Summarize and interpret descriptive statistics.

· Use inferential statistics for research in business and public administration.

· Use probabilities in decision making.

· Analyze and interpret published research results.

· Prepare students to complete successfully any comprehensive exam with content from statistics.
